Monday, November 25, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The November 18, 2013 minutes were read and approved with additions and corrections.  


The Board discussed the Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks sage grouse meeting that Commissioner Eissinger and Commissioner Wolff attended on November 19, 2013.  The BLM Resource

Management Plan meeting that Commissioners Moos and Wolff attended on November 21, 2013 was

also discussed.


Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, and David Kjelgaard met to update David’s gravel contract with the county.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to discuss the DEQ Contract, the Deadman’s Butte Radio Site agreement, the progress of the Keystone XL temporary man camp sub-division application and the Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks stream restoration agreement. 


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board reviewed the resolution to refinance the motor graders with the Board of Investments at a lower interest rate.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #13-11-25 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  The loan documents were reviewed and signed.

Commissioner Wolff requested to be absent from the state from November 26th through December 1st.  The request was approved.


Erin Ketchum, DES Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the position of Deputy DES

Coordinator.  The position for Deputy DES Coordinator will be advertised in January, 2014.


Debra Porter and Don Zahn met to update the gravel contract for the Zahn site.  In the future,

anyone besides the county should contact Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, or Debra Porter to get

permission to purchase gravel.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
