The Board approved the Budget Authority Resolution #13-12-16 for appropriating $12,800

in revenue and expenditure in the Fire Endowment Fund for funds received from the Volunteer Fire Department to be used towards the purchase of the new fire truck.  (A copy of the resolution is on 

file in the Commissioners’ minutes.)
