At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The December 23, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Fire Hall dedication she attended on December 28, 2013.

Commissioner Wolff moved to appoint Commissioner Eissinger as Presiding Officer for 2014.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 2-0.  

The Board considered Resolution #14-01-06A accepting Road #2012-1 as a County Road.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #14-01-06A and Commissioner Wolff seconded. The motion passed 3-0.

The Board considered Resolution #14-01-06B to abandon County Roads A-76 and 62.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #14-01-06B and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

The Board reviewed and approved the agreement with the Department of Public Health and Human Services for the Immunization Program Task Order/Contract #14-07-4-31-127-0.  Commissioner Wolff moved to accept the Immunization Agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board met with the members of the McCone 100 Club regarding the Melvin and Kay Johnson Fire Hall transfer to McCone County.  Present for the meeting were David Kasten, Ron Hinther, George Hisdahl, Deanna Brost, Laurie Shennum, Victor Wagner, Angie Beery, and Anita Nagel.  Also attending were Uriah Kirkegard, Contractor; Roger Schara, Electrician; Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; and Kendall Link, County Attorney.  The final inspection permits received by the Board were the commercial electrical, mechanical and plumbing approvals.  A letter received from Jess Beery, Fire Chief, was read commending everyone involved with the project.  The transfer from the McCone 100 Club to McCone County is scheduled for January 13th at 2:00 p.m. upon the receipt of the completed final building inspection and the red line drawings showing the deviations from the proposed final plans. (Copies of the letter and inspection reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Delinquent Tax Report for December, 2013.  Delinquent taxes were $198,836.77 for Real Estate, $2,672.97 for Mobile Homes and $4,842.76 for Personal Property.  


Erin Ketchum, DES Coordinator, met for Commissioner Eissinger’s signature on the EMPG Grant Award that had previously been approved by the Board.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
