Monday, January 13, 2014


At the hour of 9:45 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


Brian Noftsker, County Trapper, joined the Board to discuss the Predator Control Program.  Wildlife Services will be flying the county, hopefully next week, and Brian estimates that 110 coyotes have been taken in groundwork since July 1, 2013.


The January 7, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Richland County Predator Control meeting she attended on January 8, 2014.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Board meeting she attended on January 9, 2014.


The Board reviewed the Expenditure and Cash reports for December, 2013. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved the Justice Court report for December, 2013. (Copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for the Board to approve tax adjustment #0103 for $20.00 to remove a TV District charge.  The Board reviewed and approved the Treasurer’s Cash and Investment Reconciliation Report for December, 2013.  (A copy of the report is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed and approved Voucher #1026 for warrants #80684 and 80685 for quarterly payroll reports in the amount of $16,259.73.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 

Paula Eberling and Penny Walter, Victim/Witness Advocates met with the Board and presented the Interlocal Agreement for the Victim/Witness Program in the 7th Judicial District.

Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the first reading of the resolutions establishing the re-organization of the Board of County Commissioners; establishing the office hours for Justice Court for calendar year

2014; setting the office hours for calendar year 2014 with the public hearing to be held on January 21, 2014; setting the meeting days of the Board of County Commissioners; establishing

the per diem and mileage rates for calendar year 2014; establishing the daily rate of credit for

incarceration; and fixing the fees of the Sheriff for services provided for 2014.  The resolutions

were approved for the second reading with additions and corrections.  The second readings for the approved resolutions will be held Tuesday, January 21, 2014.  (Copies of the proposed resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Eddy Beery met with the Board to discuss a community construction project for a retirement facility.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board concerning addressing TransCanada pipeline valve accesses.


The Board met with McCone 100 Club members; Melvin Johnson, David Kasten, George Hisdahl and Anita Nagel.  Also in attendance were Jess Beery, Fire Chief, Uriah Kirkegard, Contractor; Roger Schara, Electrician; Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; Kendall Link, County Attorney; Jeanne Clinton, Circle Banner Reporter; and David Brown. The Temporary Occupancy Approval from the Montana Department of Labor and Industry and the red-line building construction blueprints for the Melvin and Kay Johnson Fire Hall were presented to the Commissioners.  Commissioner Wolff moved to accept the Fire Hall from the McCone 100 Club and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  David Kasten, McCone 100 Club 

President, signed the Quit Claim Deed transferring the property to McCone County.  The Commissioners expressed their gratitude to everyone who made this fire hall a reality.  (A copy of the Quit Claim Deed is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board met with Stockyard Board members: Chuck Nerud, Pat Murphy and Larry Shipman; and also Jack Limesand to discuss the access to the scale house. 


Martin DeWitt, Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Director; Tori Matejovsky, Eastern Montana Impact Coalition Resource Coordinator; and Nancy Rosaaen,

McCone County Health Center CEO, met with the Board to discuss funding for future updates

and an addition to the Health Center.  


Dave Harris, Sheriff, met with the Board concerning Public Safety vehicles.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
