Monday, January 21, 2014


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 13, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Dennis Tolan, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board regarding the dissolution of McConha and the land owned by McConha being transferred to McCone County.  The contracts with DEQ and the Montana, Fish, Wildlife and Parks were also discussed.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on January 17, 2014.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on January 15, 2014.


The Board held the second readings of Resolution #14-01-21A for establishing re-organization of the Board of Commissioners, Resolution #14-01-21B establishing per diem and mileage rates for calendar year 2014, Resolution #14-01-21C establishing the daily rate of credit for incarceration, and Resolution #14-01-21D fixing fees of Sheriff for services provided. Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolutions #14-01-21A, #14-01-21B, #14-01-21C and #14-01-21D and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners files.)


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met concerning the cancellation of Treasurer’s check #223 in the amount of $86.87 and reissuing a Treasurer’s check.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the cancellation and the reissuing of a new check and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the letter of approval is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Tim McCloy, South Road Leadman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  


At 2:00 p.m., Commissioner Eissinger opened the public hearing on setting the office hours for calendar year 2014.  There was no one in attendance so the hearing was closed at 2:15 p.m.  


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #14-01-21E setting the office hours of McCone County, Montana for calendar year 2014.  Commissioner Wolff moved to adopt Resolution #14-01-21E and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the second readings of Resolution #14-01-21F setting the meeting days of the Board of County Commissioners and Resolution #14-01-21G establishing the office hours

for Justice Court for calendar year 2014.  Commissioner Moos moved to adopt Resolution #14-01-21F and Resolution #14-01-21G.  Commissioner Wolff seconded and the motion passed 3-0.

Patti Schipman, Senior Center Director, met with the Board to discuss the installation of new windows at the Senior Center front entrance.  Donations and endowment funds will cover the cost of the project.  The Board directed Patti and the Council on Aging to hire an independent contractor to do the work since the project is less than what is required by law to go to bid.  The disposal of a propane tank at the Senior Center was also discussed.  Commissioner Moos moved to authorize the Council on Aging to advertise and sell the propane tank and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


Sheriff Dave Harris met with the Board about the purchase of a vehicle for the Sheriff’s

Department.  Commissioner Moos moved to accept the bid from Bison Ford at Great Falls for

the purchase of a 2014 Ford Expedition, fully law enforcement equipped, in the amount of $37,640.85 upon approval of financing through the Montana Board of Investments. Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the bid  is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
