At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 27, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties conference call she participated in on January 28, 2014.


Discussion was held concerning the weed department pickup purchase and the unavailability

of the 2014 Ford pickup. Commissioner Moos moved to approve the purchase of a 2015 Ford pickup from Eissinger Equipment that will increase the cost by $922.00 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.

The motion passed 2-0 with Commissioner Eissinger abstaining due to conflict of interest.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Airport board meeting she attended on January 28, 2014.


Paula Pederson and Terry Quick, Library board members, met with the Board to discuss library building options as a result of the survey responses.  The survey was sent to all McCone County residents in September, 2013.  The results indicated that the existing building should be repaired by stabilizing the foundation.  


Gary Pfiefle, Road Easement Specialist, and Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss state and BLM road easements.  After Gary left the meeting, the Board discussed road issues with Tim.


The Commissioners met with the Board of Health at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Debra Porter, Clerk of Court, met with the Board concerning maintenance and cleaning issues.


Jeremy Norby, Seitz Insurance representative, met with the Board regarding health care insurance.


The Board talked to Joe Baybado, Western Federal Lands Representative with the Federal Highway Administration, by phone concerning the Federal Land Access Program Project at the North Rock Creek Road.
