At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present.  Presiding Officer Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Fair Board meeting she attended on February 3, 2014.  


The Board wrote a letter of support for Sand Creek Winds, LLC for a grant application.


The Board reviewed and approved payroll for the month of January, 2014.    Voucher #7 for warrants #80686 through #80723 were issued in the amount of $31,800.55 and Voucher #1027 for automatic deposits made in the amount of $47,466.39 for a total payroll of $79,266.94 were reviewed and approved. Payroll Deduction Voucher #1028 for warrants #80724 through #80729 in the amount of $29,301.96 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the  Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of January, 2014.  Voucher #1029 for warrants #71405 through #71500 with #71405 voided for the amount of $112,230.74 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for January, 2014 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice of the Peace, and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for January, 2014 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


The February 3, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board appointed new members to the various county boards and will update the county website soon.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board concerning the MLIAC 2015 Grant Proposal.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the grant application and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the application is on file in the  Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Delinquent Tax Report as of January 31, 2014 with $179,557.52 being reported delinquent for real estate, $4,880.52 for personal property and $2,694.72 for mobile homes.  


The Board interviewed applicants for the North Road Department Deputy Foreman position.


The Board reviewed and responded to correspondence.
