Tuesday, February 18, 2014


At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The February 6, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the Cash and Expenditure Reports for January, 2014.


The Board held the 1st reading of a resolution calling for an election on the question of conducting a local government review and establishing a study commission to do so on the June 3, 2014 Primary Election Ballot.  Article XI, Section 9, of the Constitution of the State of Montana requires that each unit of local government shall conduct an election once every ten years to determine whether the local government will undertake a local government review procedure.  The second reading of this resolution will be held on February 24, 2014.  (A copy of the proposed resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss a contract between the Montana Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and McCone County.   The Stream Restoration Agreement with Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks was also discussed.  


Dennis Tolan, North Road Foreman, and Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


The Board considered Budget Authority Resolution #14-02-18 to appropriate $348,912.12 to the Road Fund from a Board of Investment loan for the purpose of re-financing the five county road graders.

Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #14-02-18 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Memorandum of Agreement for a Growth Policy Review between the Great Northern Development Corporation and McCone County to utilize the services of the Eastern Montana Impact Coalition Regional Planner.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and

Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioner’s files.)


The Board reviewed and approved the Donald Quick Certificate of Survey #259 AE.  (A copy of the survey is on file in the Clerk and Recorder’s records.)


The Board wrote a letter opposing the special designation of National Monuments under the Antiquities Act and sent it to Secretary Sally Jewell, Department of Interior. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioner’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the hour. 


The meeting adjourned at 11:45 a.m. to attend a Montana Department of Transportation meeting

in Glendive in the afternoon.
