At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The April 4, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed and approved the Eastern Montana Drug Task Force Memorandum of Understanding for FY2015.  (A copy of the memorandum is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Delinquent Tax Report as of April 7, 2014 with $57,087.73 being reported for real estate, $868.31 for personal property, and $218.16 for mobile homes.

The Board reviewed and approved the Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements from the McCone County/Town of Circle Airport to the Malta Airport.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Eissinger reported on a MACo Health Care Trust conference call she participated in on April 7, 2014.


Sally Hickok, Justice of the Peace, and Kerry Eissinger, Clerk of Justice Court, met with the Board to discuss a second courtroom designation.


Erin Ketchum, DES Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the Emergency Management Performance Grant application and funding commitment letter.  The Board approved the application and the letter.  (A copy of the application and letter are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
