Bret Tate, Allegiance Flexible Representative, met with the Board at 9:00 a.m. to discuss the Allegiance Flexible Spending Account Proposal.  At 10:00 a.m., Bret met with the McCone County employees to explain the Flexible Spending Account and how it will affect them in FY 2015.


At the hour of 11:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The April 14, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Cathy Kirkpatrick, Senator Walsh’s Field Director, met with the Board to discuss county concerns.  


Commissioner Wolff reported on the IT Committee meeting she attended on April 16, 2014 and the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on April 18, 2014.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center Board meeting he attended on April 15, 2014.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the MACo Health Care Trust conference she attended on April 22nd and 23rd, 2014.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss road name changes.


The Board reviewed and discussed the Nationwide Investment ProAccount Plan Sponsor agreement.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.

The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and discussed the DocuPro Server Migration proposal with Tyler Technology.  Commissioner Wolff  moved to approve the proposal and Commissioner Moos seconded.

The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the proposal is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the claim to Big Sky Computer Service, LLC for Microsoft Office licenses.  The Board signed Voucher #1038 for warrant #71696 in the amount of $3,250.00.  (The copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the first reading of the resolution setting the secondary and third designated courtrooms for the 7th Judicial District Court and McCone County Justice Court.  Adjustments were made to the resolution and it was approved for second reading.

The Board met with Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and with Mary Garfield, County Planner, via conference call to discuss the Merry Minor Subdivision.  The Board sent a letter with conditional approval to Dennis Erickson Farms, Inc. for the Merry Minor Subdivision Preliminary Plat.

The Board reviewed the Budget Authority Resolution #14-04-21 establishing budget for the loan funds in the Public Safety Budget.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the budget resolution and 

Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the purchase of right-of-way easements from Montana DNRC.  The purchase includes Right of Way Application numbers 16430,16431,16432,16434,16435,16410,

16411, 16412 and 16413. The Board also approved 12 request for BLM right-of-ways for Horse Creek Road, Cutting School Road, Prairie Elk Road, Maxwell Hill Road, Highland Road, Pass Road, Shade Creek Road, North Sand Creek Road and West Sand Creek Road.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
