At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The May 12, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the Expenditure and Cash Reports for the month of April, 2014.  (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on May 16, 2014. 

Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Board meeting she attended on May 14, 2014.

The Board reviewed Policy 5.4 Leave of Absence with additions made to the policy.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the additions to Policy 5.4 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the policy is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed Policy 6.7 Personal Telephone, Cellular Phone and Computer Usage with additions made to the policy.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the additions to Policy 6.7 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the policy is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the McCone County Sentinel Patriot Dispatch Equipment Maintenance Contract between McCone County and Industrial Communications and Electronics.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved and signed a Right of Way Deed for Application #16500 with the State of Montana. (A copy of the application is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed a contract with Flex Pros terminating the Flex account services with McCone County as of June 30, 2014.  Flex Pros will continue the service of processing claims only with existing Health Reimbursement Accounts until July 1, 2019.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract with Flex Pros and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.
Voucher #1043 for warrant #71808 in the amount of $10,234.25; Voucher #1044 for warrant #71809 in the amount of $159.00; and Voucher #1045 for warrant #80867 in the amount of $612.00 were reviewed and approved by the Board. (Copies of the vouchers are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Mary Garfield, County Planner, met with the Board concerning updates of county roads that have been abandoned and petitioned during the past two years.


James Jerome, North Road Foreman, and Tim Sorley, Temporary North Road Laborer, met with the Board concerning road issues.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to present an internet service agreement with Mid-Rivers Telephone & Communications to upgrade internet speed.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. 
The purchase of 10 Microsoft Windows Server licenses for $890.00 for the purpose of the migration of the Tyler Technology Programs and data to the new server was discussed.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the purchase of the 10 licenses and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the invoice is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Commissioner Moos left the meeting at 4:00 p.m.

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
