Monday, July 14, 2014


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 9, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority meeting he attended on July 11, 2014.  


The Board discussed the Board of Health meeting they attended on July 10, 2014.


The Board responded to the Auditor’s Schedule of Findings Review for FY 2013. (A copy of the response is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Sheriff Dave Harris met with the Board concerning 911 issues.


The Board met in closed session regarding a personnel issue.


The Board discussed a CDBG grant application for the McCone County Health Center addition plans.  Commissioner Moos moved to commit $10,000 cash as a match to the application for planning funds to complete a Preliminary Architect Report for an addition to the McCone County Health Center to be funded from the $100,000 Health Center annual levy.  Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the grant application and commitment letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board discussed a resolution that would grant statutory authority to the County Sanitarian to carry out assigned duties and powers within the purpose of the public health system.  This resolution has been approved by Patti Wittkopp, McCone County Health Officer, and the McCone County Board of Health.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #14-7-14 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioner’s files.)


The Board requested that the County Assessor use all real property including utilities to figure the taxable value for the Soil Conservation District. (A copy of the letter of request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:20 p.m.
