At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 14, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Kevin Sedgewick, Tractor and Equipment Representative, met with the Board.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board in regards to a personnel issue.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, and Tandi Kassner, Extension Secretary,  met with the Board concerning software for 4-H programs.  Commissioner Wolff made a motion to approve the purchase of ShoWorks software in the amount of $995.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 3-0.   


Commissioner Moos left the meeting at noon to accompany Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, to investigate a bridge on Redwater Road.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Terry Quick met with the Board to discuss the progress on the Library foundation.  The Board went into closed session.

The Board discussed Predator Control Memorandum of Understandings.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the MOU with the Montana Wool Growers Association for the McCone County Predator Control Sheep Fund in the amount of $3,617.00 and Commissioner Eissinger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 2-0. The Board reviewed the Memorandum of Understanding with the Montana Stockgrowers Association for the McCone County Predator Control Fund in the amount of $63,732.00.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the MOU with the Stockgrowers Association and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (Copies of the MOUs are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Voucher #1000 for warrants #72021through #72022 in the amount of $87,834.00 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher and register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Voucher #1055 for warrants #71992 through #72020 in the amount of $2,837.60 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher and register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board in closed session.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Transportation Committee meeting she attended on July 16, 2014.  

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on July 18, 2014.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation 20th Anniversary celebration and meeting that she and Commissioner Moos attended on July 18, 2014.
