Monday, July 28, 2014


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 21, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim Sorley, Temporary North Shop Road Foreman, met with the Board concerning road issues.


The Board reviewed and approved Payroll Voucher #1001 for a direct deposit in the amount of $2,128.98.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Gary Pfiefle, Road Easement Specialist, met with the Board concerning county road identifications for FY2015.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board concerning road issues.


The Board researched damage to county property due to a hail storm on July 24, 2014 and reported it to MACo/JPIA insurance.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met with the Board to discuss fire department issues.


Brian Noftsker, Wildlife Services Trapper, met with the Board with an update about the Predator Control Program.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, presented the Cash Reconciliation and Investment Report for approval for the month of June, 2014.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board considered Budget Authority Resolution #14-07-28A to appropriate $22,916.00 from the Federal Mineral Royalty Fund to the Library Fund.  The Board considered Budget Authority Resolution #14-07-28B to appropriate $1,000 from Mid-Rivers grant funds to the Library Fund.  The Board considered Budget Authority Resolution #14-07-28C to appropriate $6,439.14 from Mitigation Planning funds to the DES Department. Commissioner Moos moved to approve the three Budget Resolutions and Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the three resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Shennum/Guldborg Certificate of Survey with an agricultural exemption. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Certificate of Survey and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the survey is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended on July 24, 2014.


The Board approved nine Bureau of Land Management Right-of-Way grants for the existing roads:  Bobcat Creek Road, Fort Peck Tower Road, Nickels Road, Nickwall Road, Sunnyside Road, River Road, Secondary State Hwy 528, Bear Creek Road and Hubbard Road.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
