At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The August 5, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the delinquent tax report for July, 2014.  There is $70,880.11 delinquent in real estate taxes, $1,909.27 delinquent in mobile home taxes, and $11,878.65 delinquent in personal property taxes.


The Board discussed the Memorandum of Agreement between McCone County and the Circle Rodeo Club.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, and Tim Sorley, Temporary North Road Foreman, to review the Road and Bridge Fund budgets for FY2015.  

Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, to review the County Attorney budget for FY2015.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Terry Quick and Paula Pederson, Library Board Co-Presidents, updated the Board on the progress of the Library Foundation Project.   

The Board and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with each of the following to review the FY2015 budgets for their departments:  Dave Harris, Sheriff/Coroner; Scott Heide, Weed Foreman; Sally Hickok, Justice of the Peace; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder and Election Administrator.


Commissioner Moos left the meeting at 4:50 p.m.  


The Board considered the resolution for interest distribution of investment earnings for county funds for Fiscal Year 2015. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #14-08-11 for interest distribution and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
