At the hour of 9:15 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  

John Bandy, MACo JPIA Claims Adjuster, called the Board at 9:20 a.m. to discuss the hail and wind damage to county buildings and also the spray drift damage claims.


The August 25, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center board meeting she attended on August 28, 2014.  


Commissioner Moos moved to approve a fuel bid claim for the South Road Department in the amount of $9,856.08 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Voucher #1007 for warrant #72105 in the amount of $9,856.08 was approved and signed.  (A copy of the voucher and register is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board discussed Resolution #14-9-2 for the entitlement disbursement for FY2015.

Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #14-9-2 and Commissioner Moos seconded.
The motion carried 3-0. (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board discussed the Memorandum of Understanding between the McCone County

Sheriff and the 7th District Adult Treatment Court to provide UA services.  Commissioner Wolff

moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion carried 3-0.  (A copy of the MOU is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kendall Link, County Attorney, explained the Correction Commissioners Deed with Reservation of Mineral Royalty between McCone County and Horse Creek Cattle Co., Inc.

which reserves to the county a 6¼ % royalty interest in the oil, gas, other hydrocarbons, and minerals produced from the land.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Correction Commissioners Deed and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the deed is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancylee Carlsen, Deputy DES Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss DES trainings
she will be attending in September.  


Commissioner Moos left the meeting at noon.


 The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.

At the hour of 3:00 p.m., Martin DeWitt, Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Director, and Tory Matejovsky, GNDC Grant writer, held a public meeting to explain the Community Development Block Grant program and to ask for requests for funding.  Nancy Rosaaen, Administrator of the McCone County Health Center requested funding for roof replacement of the facility.
Ed Crockett met with the Board to sign the Cemetery Maintenance Contract in the amount of $9,600 for FY2015.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’
