The September 2, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

The Board reviewed the Delinquent Tax Report for August, 2014.  Delinquent taxes

reported were $65,795.45 for real estate, $1,923.35 for mobile homes and $11,966.72 for
personal property.

Brad Quick, Ambulance Association President, met with the Board to discuss the FY2015 Ambulance Service Contract between the Redwater Valley Ambulance Service
and McCone County.

The Board discussed the Right of Way Easement with McCone Electric concerning electric service to the fairgrounds.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the easement

for McCone Electric and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the easement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board discussed the Community Development Block Grant project request from the

McCone County Health Center for roof replacement project funding.  Commissioner Wolff

moved to approve the request for project funding and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board discussed the FY2015 Extension Services Agreement.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded. The motion passed 3-0.

The Board reviewed a petition from the United States Fish and Wildlife Service to install a cattleguard on CMR Refuge Road #340/Fort Peck Tower Hill Road.  FWS agreed to purchase the cattleguard.  The Board approved the petition for a cattleguard.


Commissioner Moos left the meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


The Board and Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, went into closed session

to interview South Road laborer applicants.
