At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The October 7, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the Expenditure and Treasurer’s Cash Summary Report for September, 2014.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Montana Petroleum Association meeting he attended in Miles City on October 7, 2014.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center board meeting he attended on October 7, 2014.


Voucher #1013 for quarterly payroll reports for warrants #81111 and #81112 in the amount of $13,314.55 was reviewed and approved. (A copy of the voucher and register is on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


Budget Authority Resolution #14-10-14 to appropriate $45,834 from the Federal Mineral Royalty Fund to the Library Fund was discussed.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Budget Authority Resolution #14-10-14 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss subdivision issues.


The Board discussed the MACo/CRS Inmate Excess Medical Insurance Program.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the renewal of the Inmate Excess Medical Insurance.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the renewal is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Brian Nofsker, Trapper, updated the Board about the predator control in McCone County.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board composed a letter to the taxpayers explaining the tax amount determination and updates to accompany the FY2015 tax statements.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners files.)


The Board discussed contributing to the Western Energy Alliance to support Western Sage Grouse litigation.  Commissioner Moos moved to contribute $1,000 toward this effort and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.
