The Board held a Department Head meeting at 8:30 a.m. in the conference room of the courthouse.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger, Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The October 14, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, and Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana governing board meeting she attended on October 17, 2014.


The Board reviewed the Certificate of Survey for Cox and Wallace Hall Trust. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Agricultural Exemption for the survey and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agricultural exemption is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Voucher #1015 for warrant #72319, in the amount of $550.00 to the Montana Supreme Court for the registration for the Justice of the Peace convention was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher and check register are on file in the Commissioners’ office.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Jeff Skyberg, Airport Manager, met with the Board to review damages to airport buildings from the July 24, 2014 hailstorm and microburst.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to present tax adjustment #0116 for an addition of $12.00 on livestock reported.  (A copy of the tax adjustment is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board discussed the replacement of the front exterior entrance lights on the courthouse.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the purchase of two new exterior lights with installation for $1,146 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


Wendell Pawlowski, Museum Curator, met with the Board to review the damages to the museum buildings caused from the July 24, 2014 storm.

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
