At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Commissioner Wolff was absent for personal reasons.  Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The 
agenda was approved.  


The November 17, 2014 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues. Tim requested the county purchase a used Terex scraper from Georgia Willoughby for $5,500. Commissioner Moos moved to approve 
the purchase and Commissioner Eissinger seconded. The motion passed 2-0.  


Voucher #1019 for warrant #72419 in the amount of $5,500 to Georgia Willoughby was approved.

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met to discuss road issues.


Ken Nelson, County Agent, met to discuss the damage at the Fairgrounds caused from the July storm. 

Michael Rinaldi met to sign the 2014 and 2015 sanitarian contracts.


Kevin Sedgewick, Tractor and Equipment representative, met to discuss the possibility of upgrading

graders.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Commissioner Moos reported on the annual meeting of the McCone County Health Center that he 
attended on November 18, 2014.


A reimbursement claim to the Petroleum Tank Compensation Board for $745.32 for the revised work 
plan for the old hospital’s fuel tank was reviewed.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the reimbursement claim and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed  2-0.  (A copy of the claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board joined a conference call with Rebecca Ridenour and Jay Shearer from the Montana DEQ Petroleum Tank Department and Tyler Etzel, NewFields Representative. The old hospital fuel tank work plan 
and possible future outcomes of the testing were discussed.

A Cooperation Agreement between the Montana Department of Public Health and Human Services was discussed by phone with Michael Rinaldi, County Sanitarian.  The agreement was signed on behalf of the Board 
of Health.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioner’s files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
