The January 6, 2015 minutes were read and approved as read.

The January 12, 2015 minutes were read and approved as read.


Penny Walter, 7th Judicial District Victim/Witness Advocate, met with the Board for approval

of the 7th Judicial District Interlocal Agreement for the Victim/Witness Program. Commissioner Stempel

moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

The Board reviewed the snowplowing agreement with Terry Wahl through April, 2017. Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded. The motion
passed 3-0.

The resolutions were approved for the second reading with additions and corrections.  The second readings for approval of the resolutions will be held on Monday, January 26, 2015. package for $794.97 for his office.  The Board approved the purchase.

The Board reviewed and approved Payroll Voucher #8 for warrant #81252 in the amount of
