At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and James Moos present.  Alan Stempel was absent for Army Reserve Duty.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The February 17, 2014 minutes were approved as read.

The Board held the 2nd reading of Resolution #15-02-23 amending the road employee wages for the remainder of FY2015.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #15-02-23 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the AIP Grant Oversight Risk Assessment for the Circle Airport. Commissioner Moos moved to approve the assessment and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion carried

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on February 20, 2015.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, and Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


At 2:00 p.m., the Board held the bid opening for the CTEP Sidewalk Project.  Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; Aaron Redland, Interstate Engineering representative; and Doug Shennum attended the bid opening.  Century Construction, Kirkegard Construction and EHC, Inc. submitted bids for the project.


The Board reviewed the findings, conclusion, and conditions of approval for the Circle Workforce Subdivision Plan.  Dave Harris, Sheriff; Lonnie Jensen, Undersheriff; Mary Garfield, County Planner; Michael Rinaldi, County Sanitarian; Dan Forbes, TransCanada representative; Michael Dockery, TransCanada, legal counsel; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, were in attendance.  Commissioner Moos moved to accept the findings, conclusions, and conditions of approval for the Circle Workforce Camp Subdivision Plan.  Commissioner Wolff seconded and the motion passed 2-0. The Board reviewed the Massar Ranch Minor Subdivision plat.  Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; Mary Garfield, County Planner; Michael Rinaldi, County Sanitarian; and Roger Meyer, Surveyor, were in attendance.  Commissioner Moos moved to conditionally approve the Massar Ranch Minor Subdivision Plat and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.
