At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 7, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center board meeting he attended

on April 7, 2015.  

The Board held the 2nd reading of Resolution #15-04-13A authorizing participation in the Montana Board of Investment Loan Agreement for the Public Safety vehicle. Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #15-04-13A and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Loan Agreement for the Public Safety Intercap Loan between McCone County and the 

Montana Board of Investments was signed at this time.

The Board held the second reading of Resolution #15-04-13B requiring authorization of any translocation of bison into McCone County by Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks or the United States
Fish and Wildlife Service.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Resolution #15-04-13B and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the

Commissioner’s  files.)


The Justice Court report for March, 2015 was reviewed and approved. (A copy of the report

is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Quarterly Payroll Reports Voucher #1039 for warrants #81386 and #81387 in the amount of

$11,461.77 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Mary Hendrix, Soil Conservation District Administrator, and Tim McCloy, South Road Shop
Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the McKean Road.


The Board reviewed the March, 2015 Expenditure Report and the Treasurer Cash Summary Report.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board concerning contracts.


Mary Garfield, County Planner, and Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss road record updating and the County Planner Contract.


Darell Curtiss, landowner; Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman; and John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss a gravel lease.
