Monday, April 27, 2015

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Alan Stempel present.  Janet Wolff was absent for personal reasons.  Acting Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 20, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  

Commissioner Stempel reported on the Ecolab inspection of the courthouse on April 20, 2015.

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues and gravel pits.  


Virginia Richardson, PSAP Manager, met with the Board to request the purchase of a computer for the Dispatch Center.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve this purchase and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.


Commissioner Stempel reported on the MACO/JPIA training he attended in Glasgow on April 21, 2015.

Commissioner Stempel reported on the Rock Creek Roads Stabilization Pre-construction meeting he and Commissioner Wolff attended on April 22, 2015 in Ft. Peck, MT.

The Board discussed the New Fields Project at the old McCone County Hospital site.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve the request for reimbursement from the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Fund and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The registration for the www.mccone.mt.gov website was tabled until next week.


Nita Crockett, Treasurer met with the Board to present the Treasurer’s Cash and Investment Report for March 2015.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Dave Harris, Sheriff, met with the Board to discuss the Eastern Montana Drug Task Force Memorandum of Understanding for FY 2016 which was tabled on April 20, 2015. Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve the MOU and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the MOU is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board discussed an encroachment permit for Lee Pawlowski.  Commissioner Stempel made a motion to approve the permit and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.
The Board opened bids at 2:00 p.m. for congregate and home delivered meals for the Action Program for FY2016. Commissioner Stempel moved to accept the bid from K-&-4J’s Catering for $10.00 per plate for meals delivered to the Senior Center, the McCone County Health Center bid for $6.00 per plate for home delivered meals, and the Brockway Supper Club bid for $10.00 per plate for the Brockway congregate meal program. Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0.  

Correspondence occupied the Board for the remainder of the meeting.
