At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The May 6, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.

The Board discussed the Services Agreement for open pit gravel sites with MGC Consultants, Ltd.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Services Agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

McCone County and the Town of Circle will hold a public hearing on May 26, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. at the Courthouse Conference Room to consider the abandonment of a portion of Road A-291 in McCone County and the Town of Circle.


The Board sent an Encroachment Application to the Montana Department of Transportation for the CTEP Sidewalk Project.  (A copy of the application is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Ken Nelson, County Extension Agent, met with the Board to discuss fairgrounds improvements.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The purchase order for a Schulte mower from Farm Equipment Sales in the amount of $18,500

was signed at this time. (A copy of the purchase order is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dennis and Karen Wolff and Angela Belus met with the Board to discuss the Wolff Minor

Subdivision and the abandonment procedure of  Road A-291.

The Board and Mary Garfield, County Planner, reviewed the Wagner Minor Subdivision.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Final Plat and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion

passed 3-0. (A copy of the plat is on file in the Clerk and Recorder’s files.)


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss HB #334 that becomes effective July 1, 2015.  All county board minutes are to be submitted to the Clerk and Recorder either electronically or hard copy no later than 30 days after the minutes are approved.  A memo will be sent

to the Board members so they will be aware of the new law.
