Monday, May 18, 2015

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The May 11, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Juvenile Detention Board conference call he participated in on May 13, 2015.  


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on May 14, 2015.  


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on May 15, 2015.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Montana Association of Oil, Coal and Gas Counties conference call she participated in on May 18, 2015.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Certified letters were mailed on May 13, 2015 to landowners abutting a portion of Road A-291 to inform them of the road abandonment public hearing on May 26, 2015.


A void report was received voiding warrant #72972 to Taser International in the amount of $2,470.00.  The Board approved the disallowance of this claim.


The Board reviewed Budget Authority Resolution #15-05-18 appropriating $42,532.00 in revenue

and expenditure accounts in the Public Safety Fund for loan funds received from the Montana Board of Investments for the purchase of the Public Safety vehicle.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Resolution #15-05-08 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board approved Change Order No. 1 for the McCone County CTEP Sidewalks Project for the removal of 13’ of a concrete retaining wall and additional curb removal and replacement for $19,590.00. (A copy of the change order is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed an encroachment approach permit application from Mid-Rivers Communications.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the application and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the application is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Scott Heide, Weed Control Supervisor, met with the Board to discuss weed control issues.  Jana Hance, Rodeo Club representative, joined the meeting.  Electrical service updates at the Fairgrounds arena and the Weed building were discussed.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Mike Wilhelm
Electric to update the electrical service for $11,042.00 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion

passed 3-0.  

Sue Good, Public Health Nurse, and Terry Quick, Public Health Administrative Assistant, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of a refrigerator for the Public Health Office.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the purchase and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

Mandi Nay, Dry Redwater Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss water service outside the Town of Circle boundary, ambulance facility improvements, and the Town of Circle Park improvement.
Jeff Skyberg, Airport Manager, met with the Board to discuss airport building repairs due to the

hailstorm on July 24, 2014.


The Board toured the progress of the CTEP Sidewalk Project.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
