Monday, June 22, 2015

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The June 15, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Safety Committee meeting she attended on June 17, 2015 and the Action for Eastern Montana governing board meeting she attended on June 19, 2015.

Erin Ketchum, Safety Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss the purchase of  two Automated 

External Defibrillators for the Courthouse and Library.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the purchase of two AED units using Public Health grant funds.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  Other safety issues were also discussed.


Nancy Rosaaen, McCone County Health Center CEO, and Tory Matejovsky, Great Northern Development CEO, met with the Board to discuss the CDBG grant application for the MCHC roof replacement.


The Board approved Voucher #10005 for warrant #73055 in the amount of $2,174.85 and voided warrant #73031 in the amount of $4,349.70.  (A copy of the voucher and claim register are on file in the Commissioners’ office.)


The Board discussed the contracts for Home Delivered and Congregate Meals with the McCone County County Health Center, Brockway Supper Club, and K & 4J’s Catering.  The Board also discussed the Health Screening Contract with LaDonna Haber.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve these contracts and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the contracts are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board certified the Zoning Compliance Form for DEQ on the McCloy Gravel Site.


Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, and Tandi Kassner, Extension Secretary, met with the Board to discuss fairground issues.  The Board approved the remodeling of the fair office by Uriah Kirkegard.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, and Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Tom Coulthurst, Maintenance; Debra Porter, Clerk of Court; Savannah Kirchner, Deputy Clerk of Court; Janet Beery, Treasurer Clerk; and John Hrubes (via phone), County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss maintenance and custodian issues.


Terry Quick, Public Health Administrative Assistant, met with the Board to present Communicable Disease Management Reports for their approval.
Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
