Monday, August 24, 2015

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The August 17, 2015 minutes were read and approved as read.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board annual meeting she attended on August 21, 2015.


Commissioner Stempel reported on the Safety Committee meeting he attended on August 19, 2015.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Governing Board

meeting he attended on August 21, 2015.


The Board approved Voucher #1003 for the CTEP closeout claims to Century Companies, Inc. in the amount of $114,317.87 and to Montana Department of Revenue in the amount of $1,154.73.  (Copies of the voucher and claims register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the Ambulance Service Contract for FY2016.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0 with Commissioner

Stempel abstaining as he is a member of the Ambulance Association.  (A copy of the contract is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed and approved the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Board application

reimbursement claim.  (A copy of the claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board wrote a letter to Karen O’Dell, Senior Companion Program Director, requesting

additional Senior Companions for McCone County. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board held the second reading of Ordinance 2015-01 Special Speed Limit Ordinance on North Rock Creek Road and South Rock Creek Road in McCone County, Montana.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Ordinance 2015-01 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed
3-0. (A copy of the ordinance is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  An informational article concerning the Rock Creek roads improvement project was submitted by the Board to the Circle Banner, the Wolf Point Herald, and the Miles City Star.  (A copy of the article is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The public hearing for the FY2016 budget was opened at 2:00 p.m.  The Board and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, were in attendance.  The hearing was closed at 2:15 p.m.  


Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #15-08-24A establishing the county budget for FY2016.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the budget resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the FY2016 Extension Services Agreement between Montana State
University Extension and McCone County.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Resolution #15-08-24B for Entitlement Disbursement

for FY2016.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the 

resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #15-08-24C establishing the salaries of elected

officials for FY2016 and Resolution #15-08-24D establishing the wages of county employees for FY2016. Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolutions #15-08-24C and #15-08-24D.  Commissioner Stempel seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file
in the Commissioners’ files.)


Ed Crockett met with the Board to discuss the Cemetery Maintenance Contract for FY2016.  

Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion

passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
