Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


The Board reviewed the Agreement for Transfer of Airport Entitlements to the City of Miles City, MT (Frank Wiley Field – Miles City Airport MLS) in the amount of $123,625.00  Commissioner Moos
moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy

The Board reviewed the Record of Negotiations for professional services for the AIP3-30-0016-006-2015 airport improvement project for the Circle Town-County Airport.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the Record of Negotiations and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed

Erin Ketchum, DES Coordinator, met with the Board to discuss EMPG Fund Expenditures.  The Board approved the purchase of six handheld batteries in excess of $500.00. The Deputy DES Coordinator position was discussed.
