At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Alan Stempel present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

Nita Crockett, Treasurer/Superintendent of Schools, presented for approval the Cash Reconciliation and Investment Report for August, 2015. (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)   The Board approved the FY2015-16 Budgets for Circle High School, Circle Elementary, and Vida Elementary.  The FY2016 interest distribution of county funds was discussed.


The September 9, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Dan Forbes, TransCanada Permit Supervisor, met with the Board to discuss the Keystone XL Pipeline updates.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on September 11, 2015.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended on September 10, 2015.  


The Board reviewed the McCone County Annual Budget Report for Fiscal Year 2016 presented by the Clerk and Recorder,  Maridel Kassner.   Commissioner Moos moved to approve the report and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the final budget report is on file in the Clerk and Recorders’ files.)


The Board notified the landowner of their decision of conditional approval on the preliminary plat known as the Schillinger Minor Subdivision.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Board reimbursement claim in the amount of $1,044.25.  (A copy of the claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the close out documents on the CTEP C Avenue Sidewalks project.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the documents and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the close out documents is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, and John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss the DEQ permit requirements on the BN Gravel Pit.
