Monday, November 30, 2015

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Commissioner Stempel was absent attending the MACo Newly Elected Officials Training in Helena.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The November 16, 2015 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the estimate from Farm Equipment Sales for the South Road shop tractor repair in the amount of $15,664.88.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve this estimate and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the estimate is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center Annual Meeting he attended on November 17, 2015.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center board meeting she attended on November 19, 2015.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana governing board meeting she attended on November 20, 2015.  


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman; and Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

George Busse met with the Board to discuss road issues.


The Board reviewed a Petroleum Tank Release Compensation reimbursement claim in the amount of $6,789.95.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the claim and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board sent a letter to the Montana Noxious Weed Trust Fund in support of the Trust Fund proposal. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Dave Harris, Sheriff; and Virginia Richardson, Head Dispatcher, met with the board to discuss the purchase of a 911 Spectracom Netclock 911 System GPS Timing in the amount of $12,175.00 and the purchase of a SAM Jackbox Kit in the amount of $570.00.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve these purchases from the Enhanced E911 account.  Commissioner Wolff seconded and the motion passed 2-0.


The Board reviewed the CDBG Project Management Plan Contract No. MT-CDBG-ED for McCone County Health Center roof replacement.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the project plan and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  


The Board sent a letter to the Montana Department of Commerce, Certified Regional Development in support for Great Northern Development recertification to the program. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board spoke with Jay Shearer, DEQ representative, via telephone regarding the former McCone County Hospital Petroleum Remediation Plan.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
