At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The February 10, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

The Board reviewed the January 2016 Expenditure Report.

Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority annual meeting he 

attended on February 12, 2016.


The Memorandum of Understanding to provide UA services for the 7th District Youth Treatment

Court was discussed.  Commissioner Wolff made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the MOU is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the January 2016 Treasurer’s Monthly Cash Reconciliation
Report for approval.  The January 2016 Delinquent Tax Report was reviewed with $92,745.04 delinquent in real estate, $1,858.10 delinquent in mobile homes, and $7,081.56 delinquent in personal property taxes.  The STIP Resolution scheduled on the agenda was tabled.

The Board attended the Local Emergency Planning Committee meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Sheriff Dave Harris met with the Board to discuss law enforcement issues.


Ron McCloy, Information Technology support, met with the Board concerning Cyber Security issues.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator; Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman; and Tim Sorley, North

Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the Montana Land Information Act Grant Application for

FY 2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the application and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0 with Commissioner Stempel abstaining.  


The Board discussed the purchase of a welder for the North Road shop.  The Board approved the purchase in the amount of $3,199 after the rebate.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
