Monday, April 4, 2016
At the hour of 8:15 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with James Moos and Janet Wolff present. Commissioner Stempel was absent attending an Army Reserve training. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The March 28, 2016 minutes were approved as corrected.



The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of March, 2016. Voucher #9 for warrants #81701 through #81720 was issued in the amount of $31,713.19. Voucher #1030 for automatic deposits in the amount of $56,730.83 for a total payroll of $88,444.02 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1031 for warrants #81721 through #81724 in the amount of $28,818.59 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of March, 2016.  Voucher #1032 for warrants #73876 through #73958 for the amount of $88,455.30 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for March, 2016 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court, and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for March, 2016 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


The Board held the first reading of the resolution to repeal Resolution #12-06-25 that had established a civil penalty for noxious weed non-compliance.  The second reading and action will be held on April 11, 2016.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Montana Association of County Road Superintendents (MACRS) conference he attended in Great Falls on March 28-30, 2016.  


The Board reviewed the Audit Contract with Olness and Associates, PC for the period of July 1, 2015 to June 30, 2018 with $12,500 for audit covering 07/01/2015 to 06/30/2016, $13,000 for audit covering 07/01/2016 to 06/30/2017,  and $13,500 for audit covering 07/01/2017 to 06/30/2018 .  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


At 1:00 p.m., Commissioner Moos attended an Insurance and Policy Review Committee meeting.


Dianna Broadie, County Planner; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss the Lehner Minor Subdivision Review findings.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the lifting of the agricultural exemption, the finding of fact in the subdivision review, and the conditions of the final plat.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the findings is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Wanda Rosseland met with the Board to discuss road concerns and asked the Commissioners to 
implement a plan to improve the county road conditions.
