Monday, April 11, 2016

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 4, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Cash Reconciliation Report for the month of March, 2016.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  The Southview School

delinquent taxes were discussed.


The Board reviewed the March, 2016 Expenditure Report.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, discussed a plan for road maintenance and the cost of crushing gravel.  Repair to the roof at the South Road Shop caused from the 2014 wind and hail storm

was discussed.  The roof repair estimates were reviewed.  The insurance company will be contacted
before a decision is made.


The Board reviewed and approved the Land Use Agreement between Darell Curtiss and McCone County for the purpose of extracting gravel owned by McCone County at the BN gravel pit.  The agreement shall begin on May 1, 2015 and last for five years until May 1, 2020 in the amount of $25.00 per acre per year which comes to $250.00 annually.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Debra Porter, Clerk of Court; Savannah Kirchner, Deputy Clerk of Court; and Maridel Kassner,

Clerk and Recorder, met about court security during scheduled hearings.

The Board discussed the renewal of the AVG virus protection for the county computers at the cost of $1,700 for a period of three years.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the renewal and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


The preliminary review of the Army Corp Contract was tabled until the final proposal is accepted.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The appointment with Pam Walling concerning the MACo HCT and Life Insurance was tabled.


Commissioner Moos reported on the County Noxious Weed meeting he attended on April 5, 2016.


Uriah Kirkegard presented an estimate of $30,000 for the concrete parking lot at the Firehall.  

The Board approved the spending of $22,000 from the Local Option Fund and $8,000 from the Volunteer Fire Department with funds donated to them by the 100 Club.   

 
Commissioner Stempel moved to table the 2nd reading of a resolution to repeal Resolution #12-06-25 which enforced a civil penalty for noxious weed non-compliance.  Commissioner Wolff seconded
the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  

Dave Harris, Sheriff; Debra Porter, Clerk of Court; and Savannah Kirchner, Deputy Clerk of Court; and the Board met in closed session concerning a court case.


Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the MACo Health Care Trust Renewal rates for July

1, 2016 through June 30, 2017 with an increase of 5%.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the

Commissioners’ files.)


The letter of notification of conditional approval on the Lehner Minor Subdivision to Burl Peckman was reviewed by the Board.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the conditions

of the subdivision and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the
letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff moved to approve an encroachment permit with Mid-Rivers Telephone

Cooperative, Inc. for across Mayberry Road to provide services for Donald Wagner.  (A copy of the

permit is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the three bids for the 1994 Ford Pickup.  The high bid was awarded to Robert Hogan for $3,555.55.  Commissioner Moos abstained in the decision due to conflict of interest.

There were no bids for the 1998 Ford Expedition.  

The Board approved Voucher #1033 for quarterly payroll reports in the amount of $13,224.73.

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
