At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 11, 2016 minutes were approved as read.


Scott Heide, Weed Coordinator, and the Board conducted a job interview via conference call for a Weed Crew Operator position.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on April 14, 2016.


Commissioner Wolff also reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on April 15, 2016.


John Hrubes, County Attorney; Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss an update on the BN gravel pit, the status of Road 169, and potential changes to Resolution #12-06-25 concerning noxious weed non-compliance. Allan Rosaaen left the meeting.  The Museum Curator job description was reviewed and updated.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met to discuss the purchase of pickups for the Road Department.  This will be looked into with the new budget year. The McCone County Schumacher Mine Site Zoning Compliance Form and spraying weeds on county shoulders was also discussed. 


Commissioners Stempel and Moos attended the LEPC meeting at noon.  Commissioner Wolff participated in a conference call at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board reviewed changes made to Personnel Policy 5.9 “Insurance and Retirement”.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the changes and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the policy change is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Scott Heide, Weed Coordinator, and the Board conducted a job interview for a Weed Crew Operator position.

Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, then met with Scott Heide and the Board to discuss spraying along county roads and the pesticide licensing of the spray operators.


Jerry Schlepp, Executive Director of the District II Alcohol and Drug Program, presented the Board with the Service Provider Designation Form.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the designation of alcohol tax monies be earmarked to the District II Alcohol and Drug Program.  Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the designation form is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)



Ross Neubauer discussed issues with the approaches following road maintenance.


Pam Walling, MACo Health Care Trust Marketing Coordinator, presented information on the Wellness Screening and the Life Insurance policy.

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
