Monday, April 25, 2016

At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was amended and approved to include Montana Department of Commerce Community Development Block Grant – Contract #MT-CDBG-15PL-19.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman; Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman; Nancy Stempel, GIS

Coordinator; Nita Crockett, Treasurer; Paula Pederson, Deputy Treasurer; and the Board reviewed and updated the Fuel Tax SFY2017 maps.


The Board discussed the delay with the Department of Environmental Quality permitting the 

BN gravel pit with Allen Rosaaen.


Wendell Pawlowski, Museum Curator; and John Hrubes, County Attorney (via telephone) met

with the Board to discuss the museum curator job description and museum repairs. 


Tom Coulthurst, Maintenance, discussed painting the house at the museum and the Vejtasa 

building hallway.


The April 18, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Moos reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation quarterly
board meeting he attended on April 21, 2016.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center board meeting he attended on April 19, 2016.


Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Voucher #1034 in the amount of $1,300 for warrants

#73959 and #73960 for Land Use Agreement payments and an airport garage door bid.  Commissioner

Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the voucher and warrant register

are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)   


The Board reviewed the MACo Health Care Trust Life Insurance Benefit Options.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the accidental death and death benefit of $25,000 at no cost to all eligible active employees and active county elected officials enrolled in the MACoHCT medical plan and
also the employee paid-voluntary term life insurance and accidental death and death benefit regardless

of enrollment in the MACoHCT medical plan.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the

motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the benefit election is in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Area I Agency on Aging Budget Modification Contract was reviewed by the Board.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the modified contract and Commissioner Wolff seconded.

The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed Task Order/Contract #16-17-1-150-0 to participate in Local and Tribal

Public Health.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the task order/contract and Commissioner

Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’

files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Bids for congregate and home delivered meals for the period of July 1, 2016 through June 30,

2017, were opened at 2:00 p.m.  Commissioner Wolff moved to award the McCone County Health Center
for home delivered meals for $6.00 per meal; the Brockway Supper Club for congregate meals in Brockway for $10.00 per meal; and the K-&-4J’s Catering for congregate meals for $10.00 per meal.

Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  

The Board approved the replacement of the Library rain gutters by Melby’s Seamless Gutters

for the amount of $1,595.00. 


Nita Crockett, Treasurer, met with the Board to discuss Resolution #12-03-05A establishing

fees for reimbursement of costs associated with tax sales and tax deed proceedings.  The March 2016

Delinquent Tax Report was reviewed with real estate, personal property, and mobile homes totaling

$86,715.56.


The Board responded to the Auditor’s Schedule of Findings as of FY2015 and questioned whether it would be feasible for our small county to pursue contracting actuarial firms to justify the

cost. (A copy of the response on the findings is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Montana Department of Commerce Community

Development Block Grant Contract #MT-CDBG-15PL-19 for $25,000 for the preparation of a preliminary architectural report for the McCone County Health Center roof.  Commissioner Stempel

seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file the Commissioners’

files.)


Wayne French, Groundskeeper, updated the Board about the landscaping and underground

sprinkler system at the Library.  

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
