At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The April 25, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board and presented an estimate for a new pickup.  Tim reported that the road department is maintaining in the Prairie Elk and Vida areas at present.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center meeting

she participated in on April 28, 2016.


The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of April, 2016. Voucher #10 for warrants #81727 through #81748 was issued in the amount of $30,178.31. Voucher #1035 for automatic deposits in the amount of $52,138.51 for a total payroll of $82,316.82 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1036 for warrants #81749 through #81752 in the amount of $29,692.71 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of April, 2016.  Voucher #1037 for warrants #73961 through #74041 for the amount of $69,458.30 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for April, 2016 were reviewed and approved for the Clerk of Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for April, 2016 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


The Board attended the Board of Health meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, discussed road issues reporting maintenance on Cottonwood Creek, Ash Creek, and North Roads in addition to road grader repairs.


Stanley Dowse met with the Board to discuss Roads 143 and A-189 in northeastern McCone County.  


Mark Feland, RDO Equipment Sales Representative, met to discuss equipment availability.


The Board held the first reading of the resolution amending the fees for reimbursement of costs

associated with Tax Sales and Tax Deed proceedings.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the resolution for the second reading with corrections.  Commissioner Stempel seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed purchasing tires for the Weed Department from Farmers Union Oil-Circle

in the amount of $1,548.70.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve this purchase and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


The request for FAA Approval of Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements in the amount of $2,000 from Circle Airport to Laurel Municipal Airport was discussed.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the

agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Circle Airport AIP 3-30-0016-006-2016 Agreement between McCone County and Corland Construction, LLC of Sidney, Montana for the construction of a new hanger was reviewed.  Commissioner Stempel moved to accept this agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the purchase of metal from Big Sky Lumber for the Museum shed in the amount of $923.99

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
