Monday, June 6, 2016

At the hour of 8:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The May 23, 2016 minutes were approved as read.
There were no Committee Reports.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board reporting gravel and road repair on Skull Creek Road and discussed gravel pits.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss truck repairs and graveling on the Good Road.  

The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of May, 2016. Voucher #11 for warrants #81753 through #81779 was issued in the amount of $36,000.27. Voucher #1038 for automatic deposits in the amount of $54,726.34 for a total payroll of $90,726.61 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1039 for warrants #81780 through #81783 in the amount of $29,105.71 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of May, 2016.  Voucher #1040 for warrants #74042 through #74127 for the amount of $51,038.94 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for May, 2016 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for May, 2016 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


Ron McCloy; Nita Crockett, Treasurer; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss cyber security issues.  Ron will install encryption software at a cost of $800.00 and will block social media usage on the county server accessed by the county computers as approved by the Board.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board held the first reading of a resolution to repeal Resolution #12-06-25: Resolution to Establish a Civil Penalty for Noxious Weed Non-Compliance.  The second reading will be held on June

13, 2016.


The Board held the first reading of a resolution enforcing the Noxious Weed Management Act.

Commissioner Wolff moved to withdraw the resolution since it is already state law.  Commissioner 

Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  


The Board discussed the FAA Grant Offer, AIP Project No. DOT-FA16NM-2014 for the Airport

Hanger Project.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the grant offer and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the Grant Offer is on file in the County Clerk and Recorder’s files.)


The Congregate Meal and Home Delivered Meal Contracts for FY2017 were discussed.  K&4J’s

Catering for $10.00 per meal for Congregate and Home-Delivered meals; Brockway Supper Club for

$10.00 per meal for Congregate meals; and McCone County Health Center for $6.00 per meal for Home-Delivered meals were reviewed. Commissioner Wolff moved to accept the contracts and Commissioner 

Stempel seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the contracts are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Legal Services Contract for FY2017 for persons sixty (60) years of age or older who reside in McCone County was discussed.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve services rendered up to 10 hours of service at $50.00 per hour.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the Legal Services Contract and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Health Screening Contract for FY2017 was approved for $20.00 per unit not to exceed

35 units per year.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Wolff
seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board wrote a letter of support to the Circle High School Football Program and the Circle

Community Club in their efforts to refurbish and improve the CHS football field.  (A copy of the letter

is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the bid from Ernie Carlson for $19,547.00 to repair the museum roof which was damaged during the 7-24-14 hail storm.  (A copy of the bid is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Patti Schipman, Senior Center Director, requested approval of a cement slab behind the Senior

Center at the cost of $1,500 to $1,800 from the Action Fund.  The Board approved the request for the improvement.


The Board reviewed and approved the Dawson and McCone County DUI Task Force Annual

Plan for FY2017.  (A copy of the plan is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved the Circle Airport AIP 006 Request for Reimbursement No. 1,

Project #2515107 from the FAA Grant for the Hanger Project.  (A copy of the request is on file in the

McCone County Clerk and Recorder’s files.)


Dianna Broadie, County Planner, met with the Board to discuss the final plat of the Lehner Minor

Subdivision.  The Board of County Commissioners agreed to the removal of the agricultural covenant on Document #191615, Certificate of Survey Book 1, Page #271AE.  The Consent for Removal of the Agricultural Covenant will be recorded in the McCone County Clerk and Recorder records.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the final Lehner Minor Subdivision plat and Commissioner

Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the final plat will be recorded in the McCone

County Clerk and Recorder’s records.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
