Monday, June 13, 2016

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The June 6, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the Zahn gravel pit contract.
Allen reported that the crew is currently working on the Skull Creek, Chalk Butte, and Bob Fudge roads and spraying weeds on the road surfaces.  The BN gravel pit permit application was also discussed.


Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, and Tandi Kassner, Extension Secretary, met with the Board regarding the building of a new Beef Barn at the Fairgrounds.  The project would be paid for through grants and donations.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve hiring Cleary Construction to construct the Beef Barn for the amount of $35,984.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  Also discussed were the 7-24-14 hail damage repair update and the installation of a new water line and wash rack at the Fairgrounds. 

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Fair Board meeting she attended on June 6, 2016.


Commissioner Moos participated in a conference call with Great Northern Development Corporation and the McCone County Health Center representatives regarding architect selection for the MCHC roof project.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority meeting he attended on June 10, 2016.


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #16-06-13 to repeal Resolution #12-06-25:  Resolution to Establish a Civil Penalty for Noxious Weed Non-Compliance.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Resolution #16-06-13 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

Nita Crockett, Treasurer, presented the May 2016 Treasurer’s Cash Report to the Board for

Clerk of Court position.

Maridel Kassner, Election Administrator; Sherry Kluth, Deputy Clerk and Recorder; and the  Commissioners held the McCone County 2016 Primary Election Canvass.  


George Busse met with the Board to discuss Roads 169 and 224R in the north western part of

McCone County.


Debra Porter, Clerk of Court, presented a letter of resignation effective June 24, 2016.  Commissioner Wolff moved to accept Debra’s resignation and to appoint Savannah Kirchner as

Clerk of Court effective June 27, 2016 until December 31, 2016 to complete Debra’s term as Clerk of

Court.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0.
