Monday, June 20, 2016

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The June 13, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the Zahn Gravel Pit Agreement.  The approved agreement is between McCone County and Edward Marshall, Shirley Hill-Marshall, and Christopher Hill for the purchase of gravel at $1.00 per yard.  This gravel pit will be for McCone County Road Department use only.  The South Road Department is continuing spraying road surfaces and should finish this week and is maintaining Stoney Road and North Road.

John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss the Clerk of Court position, the Airport Farming Lease, and the BN gravel pit permit from the Department of Environmental Quality.  


Marilyn Mischel, Area I Agency on Aging Program Specialist, met with the Board to discuss the Area I Agency on Aging Contract #2017-001-07 stating that McCone County agrees to furnish $6,045.00 in matching funds.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve this contract and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jeff Gates, District IV DES Field Officer, met with the Board to discuss DES grants.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on June 15, 2016.


Commissioner Stempel reported on the Pre-Construction meeting with Corland Construction in regard to the Circle Airport hangar construction that he attended on June 15, 2016.


Tony Wood met with the Board to discuss purchasing the Ford Expedition.


Commissioner Moos attended the McCone County Health Center (MCHC) meeting with Slate Architecture regarding the MCHC roof improvement project on June 20, 2016.


The Board reviewed the Cleary Building Corporation contract with McCone County for construction of a Beef Barn at the Fairgrounds.  Review of the contract and the claim for payment was tabled until the next meeting.


The Board attended the LEPC meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board reviewed the Memorandums of Understanding with USDA/APHIS Wildlife Services for predator control services in McCone County for the period of July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Memorandums of Understanding and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the MOU is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 2:45 p.m. so the Commissioners could attend the MT Association of  Oil, Gas, & Coal Counties meeting in Lewistown.
