The Board attended the Compensation Board meeting at 9:00 a.m.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The June 20, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Moos reported on the CMR Community Working Group meeting he attended on June 23, 2016.


Commissioner Wolff and Commissioner Moos reported on the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties Annual meeting they attended in Lewistown on June 21, 2016.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board.  He reported they are hauling gravel to repair the Bob Fudge Road and other spot graveling.


Barb Green, MACo/JPIA Representative, informed the Board that the insurance renewal contracts have been received.


Ken Nelson, County Agent, met with the Board to discuss the Cleary Construction contract for the new Beef Barn.  A few changes were noted and Cleary Construction was contacted.

The Board reviewed the Communicable Disease Reporting Protocol for FY2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the protocol and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


The Board reviewed the FAA Reimbursement Request for the Airport Hanger Project in the amount of $1,848.90 from KLJ Engineering.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the reimbursement request and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the reimbursement request is on file in the Clerk and Recorders’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Ken Nelson, County Agent, and the Board reviewed the changes to the Cleary Construction Contract for the Fairgrounds Beef Barn project.  The new project will begin in October, 2016.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the final contract in the amount of $35,342.00 with a down
payment of $7,068.00 with the funds coming from the Fair Endowment Fund through donations.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract
is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, discussed computer repairs with the Board.


Voucher #1041 for warrant #74128 in the amount of $7,197.00 was voided because it was an incorrect amount due to the changes in the Cleary Construction contract.  


The Board approved Voucher #1042 for warrant #74129 in the amount of $7,068.00 to

Cleary Construction.  (A copy of the voucher and claims register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
Gary Pfiefle, Road Classification Specialist, and John Hrubes, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss petitioning a portion of Road #PR203 otherwise known as Road 169.


The Board reviewed the Airport Farming Lease between McCone County, Town of Circle and 
Rex Sikveland from January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2021.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the lease and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the lease

is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Beth Conroy, Joanne Beery, Nita Crockett, Jackie Becker, and John Hrubes, County Attorney,

met with the Board to discuss the Redwater Manor project for a retirement home/assisted-living

facility in Circle.


Sue Good, Public Health Nurse, met with the Board to discuss purchasing a computer for the Public Health Department. 

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
