At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Janet Wolff and Alan Stempel present.  Presiding Officer

James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The June 27, 2016 minutes were approved as corrected.



The Board reviewed and approved the payroll for the month of June, 2016. Voucher #12 for warrants #81784 through #81807 was issued in the amount of $35,424.75. Voucher #1043 for automatic deposits in the amount of $57,920.70 for a total payroll of $93,345.45 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1044 for warrants #81808 through #81810 in the amount of $30,591.16 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of June, 2016.  Voucher #1045 for warrants #74130 through #74268 for the amount of $265,146.96 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for June, 2016 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for June, 2016 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the 1033 program to transfer excess military equipment to civilian law enforcement agencies.  Also discussed was the Zahn gravel pit agreement.  The South Road Department is presently working on roads in the Brockway area.  

Dave Harris, Sheriff, met with the Board to discuss Coroner issues, selling the Expedition, and

the 1033 program.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, discussed the 1033 program with the Board.


Tom Coulthurst, Maintenance, discussed maintenance of the courthouse roof, painting a building at the museum complex, and necessary repairs behind the John Vejtasa building.  


Shad Waldo, S & W Heating and Air Conditioning, repaired the cooling unit for the courthouse server.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Day of Service committee meeting she attended on June 28, 2016.


The Board reviewed the Harris Spraying, Inc. agreement to reimburse McCone County for costs of a temporary deputy for the months of June through August, 2016.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.
