Monday, July 11, 2016

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Janet Wolff present. Commissioner Stempel was absent to attend Army Reserve training.  Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The July 5, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on July 6, 2016.

The Board postponed the meeting with Melissa Kostelecky, District II Alcohol and Drug Program, until August 1, 2016.  


Allen Rosaaen, South Road Forman, met with the Board reporting on the graveling of a portion

of Brockway East Road and that RDO will be here to demonstrate a John Deere road grader to the road

employees.


Tom Coulthurst, Maintenance, joined the meeting and the drainage behind the John Vejtasa building was discussed.


Dave Harris, Sheriff, met with the Board to obtain information on Herd District laws in McCone County.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority meeting he attended

on July 8, 2016.


The Board reviewed the contract between McCone County and Slate Architecture for the McCone County Health Center Architecture Report.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract
and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board postponed the meeting with the Redwater Manor Committee until a later date.  Beth Conroy was contacted by telephone to discuss the current status of the Redwater Manor project.  The Board will not commit leasing County land for this project at this time.

The Board approved Payroll Voucher #1 for warrant #80811 in the amount of $1,038.94. (A copy of the voucher and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved Voucher #1047 for quarterly reports in the amount of $14,991.77 for warrants #80812 and #80813. (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
