At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The August 2, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

The Board held the second reading of the McCone County Website Privacy Policy.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the website policy and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the policy is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board held the first reading of a resolution to continue the special mill levy for four years in the amount of $100,000 to improve, maintain, and/or operate the McCone County Health Center.  This resolution was approved for the second reading to be held on August 15, 2016.  

Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and the Board discussed miscellaneous budgets for FY2017.


Scott Heide, Weed Coordinator; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss the FY2017 Weed budget.


Sue Good, Public Health Nurse; and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, met with the Board to discuss the FY2017 Public Health budget.


Brian Noftsker, Predator Control Trapper, met with the Board to report on the Predator Control

Program.


Tim Sorley, North Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.  The North Road

crew is graveling spots on Redwater Road.


There were no Committee Reports.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Steve Dalbey, Fish, Wildlife, & Parks Regional Fisheries Manager, and Tim Sorley, North Road

Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the Redwater Fish Enhancement Project.  This project will commence on September 19, 2016 to be completed by the end of October, 2016.  The Redwater Fish

Enhancement Project is to replace the culverts on the Redwater River crossing on Nickwall Road to enhance fish passage.  A detour for light traffic (cars and pickups) will be provided during the construction phase.  McCone County will not pay any expenses relating to this project including the detour construction.  The project is funded through grant monies some of which is through the United

States Fish and Wildlife Services.
