At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss the 1033 program.  The South Road crew is currently working on the bus routes.


The August 15, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Safety Committee meeting she attended on August 17, 2016 and the Action for Eastern Montana Annual meeting she attended on August 19, 2016.


The Board tabled the decision on the Mutual Aid Fire Agreement with Valley County to gather more information.


The Board reviewed Resolution #16-08-22A for Elected Officials Salaries for FY2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #16-08-22A and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed Resolution #16-08-22B for McCone County Employee Wages for FY2017.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the resolution and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Resolution #16-08-22C for Entitlement Disbursement for FY2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #16-08-22C.  Commissioner Stempel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ office.)


Penny Zimmerman, Senator Tester’s representative, met with the Board to discuss PILT and the 1033 program.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board held the FY2017 Budget Hearing at 2:00 p.m.  No one was in attendance at the hearing.  

Resolution #16-08-22D establishing the FY2017 Budget was reviewed. Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Resolution #16-08-22D and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion was passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Mandi Nay met with the Board to discuss a Circle Housing Co-op Pilot Community project and the Montana Office of Tourism grant opportunities.  
Brianna Vine, Great Northern Development Corporation (GNDC) Grant Administrator met to update the Board on the McCone County Health Center Roof project grant.  The Board approved the Professional Services Contract between McCone County and GNDC, the Environmental Review Record, the CDBG Environmental Site Specific checklist and the Statutory Checklist.  


The Board reviewed Resolution #16-08-22E for the designation of an Environmental Certifying Official in conjunction with the 2015 CDBG grant awarded to McCone County.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve Resolution #16-08-22E and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  


Ed Crockett met with the Board to discuss the Cemetery Maintenance Contract for FY2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract for FY2017 and Commissioner Stempel seconded. The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’files.)


Nita Crockett, Superintendent of Schools, met with the Board to present the FY2017 School Budgets for the Vida, Circle Elementary, and Circle High School Districts. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the school budgets for FY2017 and Commissioner Stempel seconded. The motion passed 3-0. (Copies of the school budgets are file in the Superintendent of School’s files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
