Monday, November 14, 2016

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The November 7, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed and approved warrant #74664 to the Department of Labor and Industry for a Building Permit for the Beef Barn at the Fairgrounds in the amount $678.00.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority meeting with the Regional Director of Water Projects in Billings on November 10, 2016.  

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss approach permits and an easement from the State of Montana on a trail to a proposed gravel pit.  The South road crew is presently working on the Skull Creek area roads and finishing the mowing along the edges of the county roads.


The Board reviewed the Circle Airport Capital Improvement Plan for FY2017-2023 for an automated weather observing system (AWOS), pavement maintenance, rehabilitation of drainage culverts, and snow removal equipment and equipment building.  90% of the funds for the projected improvements would be covered by FAA Grants with the Sponsor’s 10% match covered by the Airport Fund. Stat-Air agreed to cover the Sponsor’s 10% match for the AWOS.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve the Capital Improvement Plan for FY2017-2023 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the plan is on file in the Clerk and Recorder’s files.)


The Hangar Construction Change Order No. 1 for relocation of an existing access gate and modification of a larger gate width for a total cost of $4,250 was reviewed.  The gate will be moved approximately 15 feet to the east to allow additional wingtip clearance along the taxi lane/apron area. FAA will cover 90% of the cost of the change order.  Commissioner Stempel moved to approve Change Order No. 1 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the change order is on file in the Clerk and Recorder’s files.)


The Board also approved sewer repair at the Circle Airport costing approximately $1,200.  


The Board attended the Board of Health meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman; Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; and the Board met to make a decision on the Wheel Loader bids.  Commissioner Stempel moved to accept the bid for a 2012 John Deere 724K Loader for $144,500.00 from RDO Equipment Company.  Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  


Maridel Kassner, Election Administrator; Kerry Eissinger, Clerk for the Clerk and Recorder; and  the Board met as the McCone County Board of Canvassers for the November 8, 2016 General Election Results.  (A copy of the results is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
