At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The November 14, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Tim  Sorley, North Road Foreman; and Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board.  The Nickwall Road Fish Passage was completed the week of November 14-18, 2016 and is now

open to public traffic.  Both crews are presently hauling gravel from the Fort Peck Dam Spillway project

to the Yager Road.  The gravel was given to the county as it was excess gravel from the spillway

project.  (A copy of the gravel agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Willie Thibault, Circle Public Schools Superintendent, met with the Board to discuss the track and football fields.


Russell and Paula Pederson met with the Board to discuss Road 247-R and existing right of ways.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the meetings she attended on November 18th and 19th for Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board and Action for Eastern Montana Strategic Planning Retreat.

Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on November 18, 2016.


The Board attended the LEPC meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Ken Nelson, Extension Agent, met with the Board to discuss the construction of the Beef Barn 

at the fairgrounds that is scheduled to begin on November 22, 2016.  The repair of the Sheep Barn is near completion.

The Board reviewed the purchase order and warranty form from RDO Equipment for the 2012

John Deere 424K Front End Loader.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the purchase order and warranty and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the purchase order

and warranty is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
