At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Alan Stempel, and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The November 21, 2016 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

There were no Committee Reports.


The Board reviewed the Marshall Minor Subdivision Final Plat.  Commissioner Wolff moved to
approve the final plat and Commissioner Stempel seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss gravel pit permitting.  The 
North and some of the South Shop road crews are continuing to haul gravel.


The Board reviewed Task Order/Contract #17-07-4-31-127-0 for the 2017 Immunization Program.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the Task Order/Contract and Commissioner Stempel

seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the Task Order/Contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed claims to Corland Construction for the Airport Hanger Project and to Cleary Construction for the Beef Barn truss payment.  Voucher #1015 in the amount of $81,040.51 for warrants

#74667 through #74669 was approved.  Warrant #74667 in the amount of $14,137.00 to Cleary Construction was voided.  Voucher #1016 in the amount of $7,078.00 to Cleary Construction for warrant #74670 was approved.  The Beef Barn construction final payment in the amount of $7,059.00 was tabled until December 2, 2016.  (Copies of the vouchers and claims register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Paula Pederson, Deputy Treasurer, presented Tax Adjustments #0136 in the amount of ($182.59),

#0137 in the amount of ($187.47), #0138 in the amount of ($20.00), and #0139 in the amount of ($1,380.51).  (Copies of the adjustments are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held a conference call with John Hrubes, County Attorney, to discuss the Circle High

School track and football fields, right-of-ways on petitioned roads, airport regulations, and personnel

issues.


The Board updated road records and easements.

The Board wrote a letter of support to the Montana Noxious Weed Trust Fund for a Noxious Weed Survey project in Eastern Montana. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
