Monday, January 9, 2017

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Alan Stempel, Janet Wolff, and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The January 5, 2017 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the December, 2016 Expenditure Report.  


There were no committee reports.


The Board held the second readings of Resolution #17-01-09A establishing the re-organization of the Board of County Commissioners for 2017; Resolution #17-01-09B setting the meeting days of the Board of County Commissioners for 2017; Resolution #17-01-09C establishing the per diem and mileage rates for 2017; Resolution #17-01-09D fixing the sheriff fees for services provided for 2017; Resolution #17-01-09E establishing the daily rate of credit for incarceration; and Resolution #17-01-09F establishing the office hours for Justice Court for 2017.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the resolutions and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #17-01-09G authorizing the loan with the Board of Investments in the amount of $144,500 for the 2012 John Deere 424K Front End Loader.    Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the resolution and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  The loan agreement was signed at this time.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Approach Permit Applications for the Mitchek Minor Subdivision were tabled until the January 17, 2017 meeting.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and the Board held a phone conference with Dianna Broadie to discuss County Planner issues.

Commissioner Wolff left the meeting at 1:45 p.m. for personal reasons.


Drew Henry, Glasgow Area Wildlife Biologist; Chase Sanderson, Game Warden; Ken Plunde, Upland Game Bird Specialist; and Scott Thompson, Region 6 Wildlife Management, met with the Board to discuss wildlife issues, access issues, and upland game bird issues.


Russell Pederson, Jason Dunham, and Frank Wright met with the Board to discuss easement issues.


Roger Schara visited with the Board to discuss the light fixtures in the front part of the Library. Roger was given permission by the Board to replace all of the old ballasts at the Library.

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
