reasons.  Presiding Officer Alan Stempel called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved. 

The January 9, 2017 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Allen Rosaaen, South Road Foreman, met with the Board to discuss approach permits and snow plowing roads.


There were no committee reports.


The Board reviewed the Treasurer’s Cash and Investment Report for December, 2016. (A copy
of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Voucher #1025 was approved for warrant #74886 in the amount of $35,400.00 to Eissinger Equipment for the purchase of the 2017 Ford F250 pickup. (Copies of the voucher and claim register

The first reading of the resolution setting the office hours for calendar year 2017 was held.  A public hearing will be held at 2:00 p.m. on January 23, 2017 with the second reading and action to follow.
